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Music from a commercial recording will also 
require the cover of a Ph on og r ap h ic 
Per f o r m an ce Licen ce (PPL)  administered by 
the Phonographic Performance Ltd.  By the 
choice of PPL no licence is required for music 
played during acts of divine worship.

CCLE also act  as agent  for the Copyright  
Licensing Agency (CLA)  for the CLA Ch u r ch  
Licen ce which covers the photocopying of 
non-music material.  This licence is ideal for a 
church producing teaching or research  
     material for sermon notes or 
     small group study booklets.

The thorny issues of copyright  exist  and the 
bot tom line is that  if those in creat ive arts 
m inist ry can not  make a realist ic living from 
their craft  how will they cont inue to funct ion?  
Complying with the copyright  requirements 
out lined here should ensure their work is paid 
for when any duplicat ion or performance 
takes place.  This will ensure that  the 
songwriters and publishers can cont inue to 
serve the Church with new work(s)  in the 
years to come.

The Ch u r ch  Cop y r ig h t  Licen ce (CCL) , 
administered to churches and schools, 
covers the reproduct ion of the words of 
hymns and worship songs for an annual 
licence fee. 

Th e Ch u r ch  Vid eo  Licen ce is required 
for the playing of commercial 
videocasset tes or videodiscs for church 
performances.  Pre- recorded 
videocasset tes or videodiscs available in 
retail or rental stores are intended for 
home use only and do not  carry licences 
for non-home performances. 

A Per f o r m in g  Rig h t  Societ y  ( PRS)  
Ch u r ch  Licen ce is required if the church 
prem ises are used for music performances 
( live or from a mechanical format ) .  The 
playing of music within acts of divine 
worship does not  require the cover of a 
PRS Licence.

Churches holding a CCL are 
covered for the recording of 
music for non-commercial, 
church act ivit ies.  There are, 
however, licences for the 
reproduct ion of music 
available.
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
