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Remember if you are not  naturally an 
organised or administ rat ive m inded person 
then get  someone to help you with the 
administ rat ion and organisat ion of the event . 
Draw a team round you. DonÕt  go it  alone!  

I t  is important  to remember that  whilst  t r ips 
need to be well organised and safe they also 
need to have some purpose.  This will help 
you in deciding what  are the important  
features of your part icular event . 

Having a clear set  of object ives for the event  
is crucially important . This ensures that :

â  I t  integrates with the on going work 
 you do.

‚ I t  can be used to base your 
 programme planning around,  
 part icular ly when it  comes to a  
 major resident ial event .

‚ Look back to your object ives each 
 time you plan part of the   
 programme  and ask yourself
 ÒI s it  likely to achieve our
 overall object ives?Ó.
 DonÕt  add it  to the 
 programme unless
 it  fit s your
 cr iter ia.

Clear object ives and goals will also help you 
evaluate the success of an event  afterwards.  
Your object ives m ight  be along the lines of -  
evangelist ic, discipleship, help the group gel 
together, build relat ionships between adult  
helpers and children. Or they may be much 
more specific goals such as challenging the 
young people about  the Christ ian response to 
Third World debt  or learning about  
worshipping God.   Writ ing these object ives 
down on paper particularly as an exercise 
with the other people who are going will help 
you in the planning process. They will then 
understand what  you are t rying to achieve. 

With a group of older young people, look at  
how they can be involved in set t ing the 
object ives and be involved in the planning as 
an integral part  to a team building event . I t  
may be that  the planning process can be as 
effect ive at  achieving those object ives as the 
event  itself. 

 Pray through these planning stages and 
 object ives set t ing as a team of adult  
 helpers. Seek GodÕs leading at  each 
 stage. 

And donÕt  forget  to consider how the event  
may also affect  those in your regular group 
who may not  be able to at tend. Programme 
carefully after the event  to avoid cliques 
afterwards.
